Preamble 

 

AFL Northern Territory (AFLNT) is responsible for the conduct of the premier competition in the Northern 

Territory, known as Northern Territory Football League (NTFL). 

 

These By Laws are drafted and designed to provide direction for the administration of all grades of NTFL 

Club competition as recognised in the Constitution of the AFLNT. These By Laws are current and effective 

from 14/09/08 after endorsement by the AFLNT Board. 

 

This Manual was prepared by the Football Operations Department of the AFLNT. The Manual is designed to 

act as a reference source for all Northern Territory Football Leagues and should be read in conjunction with 

the most recent version of the Laws of Australian Football Handbook. 

 

Should any Club or Club representative have a suggestion for improvement of this publication, it would be 

appreciated if they could be passed on to the Football Operations Manager, in order that the publication be as 

beneficial as it is intended.

Statement of purposes of the AFLNT Inc 

 

The purposes of the Northern Territory Football League are as follows: 

 

1. To provide an organised framework for the control and management of all Football matches in all grades 

of football played by clubs affiliated with the Northern Territory Football League. 

 

2. To establish Tribunals to resolve all disputes that may arise in connection with matches played between 

Clubs affiliated with the League including disciplining players. 

 

3. To establish Tribunals to resolve disputes that may arise between various clubs affiliated within the 

League. 

 

4. To provide an organised framework for conducting football matches between the various Clubs affiliated 

with the League. 

 

5. To generally promote the game of Australian Rules Football. 
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SECTION ONE 

 

1. DEFINITIONS  

  

 In these Regulations, unless there is something in the subject or context inconsistent therewith, the 

following expressions have the following meanings: 

 

 AFL : Australian Football League Ltd 

 

 AFL NT : AFL Northern Territory Ltd 

 

 Appeals Board: The Independent Body appointed by AFLNT to hear matters brought 

before it in accordance with the Laws of the Game or these Bylaws.  

 

 Approved Uniform:  Uniform approval under 3.2 including guernsey, logos, shorts & socks 

 

 Away Games: Matches conducted on Licence usually scheduled away from Marrara. 

 

 Board: AFLNT Board of Directors 

 

 Club: A football club which has entered a Licence Agreement with AFLNT  

 

 Competition: A Football competition administrated by the AFLNT under section 2 

 

 Football Operations  The person appointed by AFLNT to administer its football 

 Manager: competitions   

 

 Chief Executive Officer: The CEO appointed by AFLNT  

 

 Interstate Player Transfer AFL Regulations governing the transfer of players between states and 

 Regulations: territories 

 

 League: The Senior grade of AFLNT competition 

 

 Reserves The 2
nd

 grade of AFLNT competition 

 

 Underage Grades for competitions determined by age qualification 

 

 AFLNT : The competition known as Northern Territory Football League, 

conducted by AFLNT 

 

 Major Round : The final series in each grade of competition 

 

 Minor Round : The series of fixtured home and away matches in each grade of 

competition leading to qualification for participation in Major Rounds 

 

 Registered Official: Any person who holds any office in or performs any duty for that 

Club whether as President, Vice President, Chairman, Director, 

General Manager, Executive Director member of any committee, 

medical officer, coach, trainer, official runner, steward or otherwise. 

 

 Tribunal : The independent Body appointed by AFLNT to hear matters brought 

before it in accordance with these By Laws

2. FOOTBALL OPERATIONS  

 

2.1 COMPETITIONS  

 

  AFLNT shall arrange and conduct in the NTFL competitions for the following grades: 

 

  2.1.1 League 

 

  2.1.2 Reserves 

 

  2.1.3 Under 18 - where each participating Player shall be under the age of 18 years on 

1 October in the year in which the competition commences and have already 

turned 15 years of age. 

    

2.1.4 Under 16 ï where each participating Player shall be under the age of 16 years 

 on 1 October in the year in which the competition commences and have 

 already turned 12 years of age. 

 

  2.1.5 Under 15 ï where each participating Player shall be under the age of 15 years 

on 1 October in the year in which the competition commences and have already 

turned 12 years of age.  

 

  2.1.6 Under 14 ï where each participating Player shall be under the age of 14 years 

on 1 October in the year in which the competition commences and have already 

turned 11 years of age. 

 

  2.1.7 Under 13 ï where each participating Player shall be under the age of 13 years 

on 1 October in the year in which the competition commences and have already 

turned 11 years of age. 

 

  2.1.8 Women ï where each participating Player shall be female. 

 

  2.1.9 AFLNT may arrange and conduct additional competitions which will be subject 

to these By Laws and to such other conditions as AFLNT determines from time 

to time. 

 

   All NTFL Clubs shall be required to participate in any such competition unless 

otherwise determined by AFLNT. A club who fails to do so is liable to a 

penalty.       

 

 2.2 AGE QUALIFICATIONS  

 

  2.2.1 A player cannot play in the League, Reserves, Women or Under 18 grades until 

he has turned 15 years of age.  

 

   A player cannot play in the Under 15 or 16 grades until he has turned 12 years 

of age. 

 

   A player cannot play in the Under 13 or 14 grades until he has turned 11 years 

of age.  

 

  2.2.2 Presentation of Birth Certificate, Drivers Licence, an approved Community 

Health Record and or Passport is acceptable for valid proof of age. 

 

  2.2.3 Clubs can apply for a dispensation through the AFLNT for all underage grades, 

for overage concession players that meet the dispensation criteria.  
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   A player, who is granted a ñPlayer Age Dispensationò, is not eligible to play in 

a higher grade. 

 

     

   

2.3         PREMIERSHIP POINTS 

 

  For Minor Round Matches played in any of the competitions premiership points shall be 

awarded as follows: 

 

  2.3.1 For a win - four points 

 

  2.3.2 For a draw or tie - two points 

 

  2.3.3 For a loss - zero points 

   

 2.4 PERCENTAGE 

   

  2.4.1   A percentage for games played in any Minor Round competition shall be 

calculated by dividing points for into the points against and multiplying the result by 100.  

Where two or more teams are equal on premiership points their respective positions on the 

Premiership table will be determined on percentage. 

 

  2.4.2  Deleted 21/07/2009  

 

 2.5 MINOR ROUND  

 

  2.5.1 The competition to be conducted by AFLNT between League teams of the 

Clubs will provide each team of a Club with an equal number of Minor Round 

games. 

 

  2.5.2 Application by clubs to conduct ñaway matchesò at their designated venues 

shall be made in writing and approved by AFLNT by 1 August in any one year. 

 

  2.5.3 Where a club is granted an ñaway matchò it shall be required to meet all 

AFLNT match day requirements. Where a club fails to meet such arrangements, 

the club will be liable to a penalty as determined by AFLNT. 

    

  2.5.4 AFLNT shall determine annually by 1
st
 September the Licence fees to be paid 

by clubs for ñaway matchesò. These fees shall be paid to the AFLNT within 

seven (7) days of such match. Failure to pay their Licence fee in 14 days will 

result in that Clubs being ineligible to host an additional ñaway matchò until 

their Licence fee is paid in full, unless prior arrangements have been made with 

the AFLNT.        

 

2.6 MAJOR ROUND 

 

  At the conclusion of the Minor Round, the teams which occupy the first five positions on the 

Premiership Table in the League, Reserves and Under 18 grades will play off for the 

Premiership in a Major Round of Matches as follows: 

 

  2.6.1 Week 1

  At the conclusion of the U13, 14, 15 & 16 competition Minor Round the teams which  

  occupy the number of positions determined by the Football Operations Manager or his 

  delegate will play-off for the Premiership in a Major Round of matches under a final 6 

  system.  

 

  2.6.5 Week 1 

   Qualifying Final 1 v 2

  2.6.6 Week 2 Preliminary Final 

   Game 1 Winner Qualifying Final v Lowest Ranked Elimination Final Winner 

Game 2 Loser Qualifying Final v Highest Ranked Elimination Final Winner  

 

  2.6.7 Week 3 Grand Final 

   Winner Game 1 v Winner Game 2 

 

  2.6.8 In the event of a grade having less than six teams participating the Football 

Operations Manager will determine a finals system. 

 

2.7 MAJOR ROUND DRAWS 

 

  In any Major Round Match in any grade, except a League Grand Final, where the scores are 

tied at the end of full time the following conditions shall apply: 

 

  2.7.1 At the conclusion of full time there will be a five minute interval in which the 

coaching staff can address the players. 

 

  2.7.2 The teams will then change ends from the previous quarter and play five 

minutes plus time on, at the conclusion of which there will be a further three 

minute interval, in which the coaching staff cannot address the players. 

 

  2.7.3 At the conclusion of the three minute interval, the teams will again change ends 

and play for a further period of five minutes plus time on. 

 

  2.7.4 If at the end of that period, the scores are still tied the timekeepers will be 

instructed not to sound the siren until another score (goal or behind) is 

registered. 

 

  2.7.5 If the scores are tied in a League Grand Final the Match will be replayed at a 

time and place determined by AFLNT.  

 

2.8 APPLICATION  FOR ADDITIONAL TEAMS  

 

  Applications for admission of additional teams to any NTFL competition must be signed by 

the President and Secretary of the club making application, and lodged with the Chief 

Executive Officer or the Football Operations Manager of AFLNT by 1 September each year  

 

  A team shall be admitted to the NTFL competition by approval of the AFLNT Board only. 
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 2.9 WITHDRAWAL OF TEAMS FROM NTFL  COMPETITION  

 

  A team may be withdrawn from the NTFL competition by giving at least one (1) months 

notice in writing to the Football Operations Manager of AFLNT.  Such notice shall be given 

in writing to the Football Operations Manager of AFLNT signed by the President and 

Secretary of the NTFL Club concerned  

 

 2.10 FORFEIT  

 

  The Football Operations Manager shall be given prior written notice of any forfeit at least 24 

  hours before the scheduled match by the club concerned.  The following penalties will apply 

  for all forfeits in League/Reserves/Underage Grades where notice is not provided: 

 

   a) League - $2,000 

 

b) Reserves, Underage and Women Grades ï Cost of Umpires fees or $200, 

whichever is the greater. 

 

 2.11 PERCENTAGE ADJUSTMENTS FOR FORFEITS 

 

  2.11.1 Where a team forfeits a match the following shall apply: 

 

   a) The team not forfeiting shall receive four match points, and the team that 

forfeits shall receive nil points. 

 

b) The percentage for the match involving a forfeit where the game has not 

been played shall be calculated by assuming the winning team kicks ten 

(10) goals to nil except in the Under 13 and Under 14 competitions the 

result will be recorded as a six (6) goal to nil result. 

 

c) The percentage for the match involving a forfeit where the game has been 

played (e.g. ineligible player) shall be calculated by the forfeiting team 

recording a nil score for that match. The non-forfeiting team shall be 

awarded the four points and shall retain their score from the match. 

 

  2.11.2 Where any team forfeits a total of three (3) matches in any NTFL season in any 

one grade, the Football Operations Manager shall notify the AFLNT Board in 

writing with a copy being sent to the club concerned.  

 

  2.11.3 On receipt of this advice the AFLNT Board shall, within one (1) week, hold a 

special meeting to consider the situation and determine a course of action to be 

taken.  The club concerned shall be required to appear before the AFLNT Board 

at this meeting to submit whatever information it wishes to put to the Board. 

 

 2.12 OTHER COMPETITIONS  

 

  2.12.1 AFLNT may arrange and conduct a program or programs of matches other than 

a Minor Round and Major Round of Matches which will be subject to these By 

Laws and to such other conditions as AFNLT determines from time to time. 

 

  2.12.2 All NTFL clubs shall be required to participate in any such competition unless 

otherwise determined by AFLNT.  

 

 2.13 OTHER MATCHES  

 

  A Club shall not, without obtaining the prior permission of AFLNT arrange for or permit a 

team of that Club to play in any game of Football other than in a program of Matches 

approved by AFLNT except a Match arranged between two teams of that Club. 
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 2.14 PRE-SEASON TRIAL MATCHES  

 

  2.14.1 If any NTFL club plays a match that is not part officiated by the AFLNT, clubs 

participating in that match shall comply with the provisions of the Laws of the 

game and these By Laws, except as otherwise approved by AFLNT. 

 

  2.14.2 For the purposes of these By Laws, a Player named on a team sheet lodged in 

accordance with the By Laws and who is not a Registered Player of the Club on 

whose team sheet he has been named will be deemed to be a Registered Player 

of that Club, in respect to that match. 

 

 2.15 PUBLICATION OF TEAMS  

 

  2.15.1 Each club shall submit player numbers and teams in positions prior to 8 pm on 

the Thursday night preceding a round of matches to all media outlets 

(determined by the AFLNT) and the AFLNT (League teams only). Should any 

player take the field outside the 21 named and 3 emergencies a $100 fine per 

player not named will be enforced upon that club. Failure of a Club to submit a 

side to any media outlets and AFLNT shall result in a fine of $250 fine. Each 

club should attempt to make club personnel available to the media as requested 

in order to aid the promotion of the Club and League. 

 

Each Club shall provide the AFLNT with an accurate list of League players 

(30) each week for publication in the football record (Number, Christian name 

followed by surname). Clubs will incur a $20 fine for each wrong name or 

number provided.     

 

 2.16 TRAINING AND CHANGE ROOM ALLOCATIONS  

 

  2.16.1 For Minor Round matches teams will be allocated change rooms on a rotation 

basis by the Football Operations Manager or his delegate.  

 

  2.16.2 For Major Round matches the Football Operations Manager or his delegate will 

determine changerooms allocations for all finals.   

 

  2.16.3 Grand Final training 

    

   Clubs can make application to the Football Operations Manager or his delegate 

to request to train at TIO Stadium in the week prior to the Grand Final. 

   

 2.17 EQUAL PLAYING NUMBERS -Underage Grades and Women 

 

  2.17.1 Teams shall have equal numbers of players to commence a match down to a 

minimum of 14 in the Underage grades unless agreed otherwise by opposition 

team officials. Any change to normal playing numbers must be advised to the 

umpires prior to the match commencing.    

 

  2.17.2 Teams commencing with fewer than 18 players may allow other players to 

participate later in the game provided they are listed on the team sheet prior to 

the match commencing and are in attendance by the commencement of the 

second quarter. An on field increase in equal playing numbers can be done prior 

to the commencement of the second quarter with the umpires knowledge & 

approval, is subject to retaining equal numbers and the player/s concerned being 

listed on the team sheet prior to the match commencing.  
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  2.17.3 Where playing numbers for each team are 14 or less at the commencement of 

the match, each quarter shall be amended to 15 minutes where the normal 

duration is longer.  

 

  2.17.4 If during the match playing numbers for either team fall below 14 the 

provisions of clause 20.7 of the Laws of Australian Football shall apply. 

 

 2.18 MATCH TIMES AND DURATION  

 

  2.18.1 Match commencement times shall be determined by AFLNT from time to time. 

 

  2.18.2 The duration of any Match in which a team of a Club participates shall be: 

 

   a) League Match - four quarters, each of 20 minute duration plus time on. 

 

   b) Reserves Match - four quarters of 20 minutes - without time on.  

    

   c) Underage Matches ï  

    

   U/18    ï 4 quarters x 17.5 minutes no time on  

   U/16    ï 4 quarters x 15 minutes no time on 

   U/15   ï 4 quarters x 15 minutes no time on 

   U/14    ï 4 quarters x 15 minutes no time on 

   U/13    ï 4 quarters x 15 minutes no time on 

 

   d) Senior Women ï 4 x 117.5 minutes no time on 

 

  2.18.3 Each team participating in a Match shall enter the playing arena not less than 

five minutes prior to the scheduled time of commencement of that Match. 

 

  2.18.4 The Football Operations Manager or their delegate shall have discretionary 

authority to adjust minor grade match times to ensure early games finish on 

time - Reserves, Underage games, Women. 

 

2.19 MATCHES NOT COMMENCED OR INCOMPLETE  

 

  If any Match cannot be commenced within thirty (30) minutes of the time scheduled for the 

commencement of that Match, or, having been commenced is unable to be completed within 

the time scheduled for the Match, for reasons other than a forfeit beyond the control of a 

Club, the following provisions shall apply: 

 

  2.19.1 If a Minor Round Match cannot be commenced within thirty (30) minutes of the 

time scheduled for commencement that Match will be deemed to be drawn and 

each team will be awarded two Premiership points unless otherwise determined 

by AFLNT. 

 

  2.19.2 If a Minor Round Match has commenced but is not able to proceed at any time 

before the half time interval scheduled for the Match, the teams will depart from 

the playing arena for a maximum period of thirty (30) minutes. 

 

   a) If the Minor Round Match is unable to be recommenced within that thirty 

(30) minute period that Match will be deemed to be draw unless 

otherwise determined by AFLNT. 

 

   b) Each team shall be awarded two Premiership points and the scores of the 

teams at the time the Match was interrupted shall be used in the 

calculation of percentage. 
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  2.19.3 If a Minor Round Match has progressed beyond the half time interval and 

cannot proceed at any time within the time scheduled for the Match, the teams 

shall depart from the playing arena for a period of thirty (30) minutes. 

 

   a) If the Minor Round Match is unable to be recommenced within such 

thirty (30) minute period, the scores of the teams at the time the Match 

was interrupted will be deemed to be the final scores of the Match and 

shall be used in the calculation of percentage. 

 

   b) The team with the highest score shall be declared the winner and awarded 

four Premiership points. 

 

  2.19.4 If a Major Round Match cannot be commenced within thirty (30) minutes of the 

time scheduled for commencement the match will be rescheduled at a time and 

date set by AFLNT. 

 

  2.19.5 If a Major Round Match has commenced but is not able to proceed at any time 

before the half time interval scheduled for the Match, the teams will depart from 

the playing arena for a maximum period of thirty (30) minutes. 

 

  2.19.6 If the Major Round Match is unable to be recommenced within that thirty (30) 

minute period before half time the Match will be terminated and rescheduled. 

 

  2.19.7 If a Major Round Match has progressed beyond the half time interval and 

cannot proceed at any time within the time scheduled for the Match, the teams 

shall depart from the playing arena for a period of thirty (30) minutes. 

 

  2.19.8 If the Major Round Match is unable to be recommenced within such thirty (30) 

minute period, the game will be declared complete and the scores of the teams 

at the time will be declared the final score.  

   

  2.19.9 For the purposes of this By Law, at expiration of thirty (30) minutes time 

keepers shall sound a siren twice to indicate the game has been abandoned and 

the following shall apply: 

 

   a) umpires to record best and fairest votes for play to date, if match 

terminated beyond half time (Minor Round only). 

   b) umpires to complete records of offences, if any. 

   c) goal umpires to complete score cards. 

   d) time keepers to complete time keeper reports and goal kicking records. 

   e) time keepers to note exact times of interruption and time game was 

officially abandoned. 

   f) reports of offences arising shall be valid.  

   g) for a resumed game original team sheets apply. 

   h) for a rescheduled match normal selection criteria shall apply. 

   i) Should AFLNT determine that the game is to be completed by playing 

the remainder of the game, all normal actions shall be completed as 

through there had been no interruption to the game. 

 

 2.20 TEAM SHEETS 

 

  2.20 (a) (i) The maximum number of players per team in the League and Reserve 

grades shall be 22, of which there shall be a maximum of 18 players on the 

field at any one time. 
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   (b) (ii) The maximum number of players per team in the Underage and Women 

grades shall be 24, of which there shall be a maximum of 18 players on the 

field at any one time. 

 

  2.20.1 In any Match between teams of Clubs, whether such Match forms part of an 

official program of Matches conducted, arranged or approved by AFLNT or 

otherwise, the Team Manager of each participating team shall cause a Team 

Sheet signed by him to be delivered to the Field Umpire, Time Keepers and to 

the Team Manager or another Registered Official of the opposing team and the 

Match Steward (if any) appointed to that Match not less than 10 minutes for any  

match prior to the scheduled time of the commencement of such Match. 

 

  2.20.2 The Team Sheet to be delivered shall: 

 

   a) Contain the names and numbers of all Players who are to play for the 

team in that Match and indicate which of those Players. All League and 

Reserve Grade players named on the Team Sheet shall be present for the 

commencement of the Match. 

 

   b) Contain the name of the coach, assistant coach, runners, medical officers, 

trainers, team manager and drink carriers relating to that Team for that 

Match. 

 

   c) A Club or Team may amend a Team Sheet prior to the commencement of 

a Match if a Player listed on a Team Sheet becomes injured or is 

medically unfit to play.  The following conditions and procedures shall 

apply to any amendment of a Team Sheet: 

 

 i) Where a Player is to be replaced on a Team Sheet by another 

Player, such amendment to the Team Sheet shall be made through the 

Umpires officiating in that Match. 

 

 ii)  All persons entitled to a copy of the Team Sheet must be notified 

immediately. 

     

 iii)  A Player who has been replaced on a Team Sheet shall immediately 

leave the playing arena and is not permitted to sit on the interchange 

bench of his Team during that Match. 

 

 iv) A Team Sheet cannot be amended after the sounding of the first of 

the warning sirens which precede the commencement of a Match. 

 

 v) A Club with an incorrect Team sheet or in breach of this By Law 

shall be liable to a penalty of $100 per offence. 

 

 vi) League team sheets must be delivered to the umpireôs rooms 30 

minutes prior to the commencement of their game. Failure to meet this 

equipment will result in a $100 fine.  

 

2.21 FINES FOR LATE STARTS 

 

  If a match does not commence at the time scheduled for its commencement; or does not 

recommence as scheduled after any interval due to a participating Team not being ready, the 

Team or Teams causing the delay will be liable for the following fines: 
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 League 
Reserves/Underage/Wo

men 

One to Two Minutes $50 $25 

Each additional Minute thereafter $50 $25 

  

2.22 WARNING DEVICE  

 

  The Home Ground Club where available will provide a warning device in the dressing room 

which shall be sounded by the Time Keeper officiating in any game as per Appendix 1, 1A 

or 1B, whichever is applicable for that grade.  

 

 2.23 TIME KEEPERS  

 

  2.23.1 A Club shall appoint a Time Keeper for all Minor Round games in which it has 

a team participating.  A Time Keeper must abide by all procedures and 

directions as specified in (Appendix 1). 

 

  2.23.2 A Club shall appoint a Time Keeper for all Major Round matches in which it 

has a team participating unless notified that AFLNT has appointed officials.  

 

  2.23.3 A Club failing to appoint a Time Keeper shall be liable to a penalty of $50 per 

offence.  

 

2.24  2.24 SCOREBOARD 

 

  Each venue used for senior NTFL matches must be equipped with an operational   

scoreboard. Scoreboard attendants must be of a suitable age and competent to do  a 

satisfactory job. Scoreboards should operate throughout all senior games and kept as 

 accurate as possible. Clubs must supply scoreboard attendants for each and every home 

 game. A fine of $50 will be for each senior game without the scoreboard attended and 

 operational.  

 

 2.25 OFFICIAL RUNNER  

 

  2.25.1 The official runner/s of a team whilst carrying out his duties shall be attired in a 

uniform consisting of a t-shirt and shorts in neutral colours determined by 

AFLNT. 

 

   a) The official runner/s shall not enter the playing arena for any purpose 

other than to carry a message from the Coach of a team (or from his 

nominee) to a Player of that Team.  After the Official Runner has 

finished attending to or conferring with a Player, he shall immediately 

leave the playing arena. 

 

   b) The AFLNT may allow the use of up to two (2) runners for any given 

match.  If two (2) runners are in operation for a given match, only one 

runner is allowed to enter the field of play at any one time.  Failure to do 

so will result in a report placed before the AFLNT by a Registered 

Official. 

 

   c) The official runner/s shall not approach or attempt to approach an Umpire 

during the course of a Match or during a scheduled break in play unless 

on a matter relating to an injured Player. 
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   d) The official runner/s shall not approach or attempt to approach any Player 

or official of an opposition team during the course of play in a Match or 

during a scheduled break. 

 

   e) The official runner/s shall not remain on the playing arena longer than is 

necessary for the purpose of carrying out his duties as an Official Runner 

or after having been directed to leave the field by a field umpire. 

 

   f) The official runner/s shall not carry any radio or other equipment for the 

receiving or transmission of messages whilst inside the boundary line of 

the playing arena. 

 

   g) A Club using an official runner who fails to comply with this By Law 

will be fined $50 penalty 1
st
 offence, $100 second offence and if a third 

offence occurs the matter will be referred to the Appeals & Disciplinary 

Tribunal.  

 

 2.26 TRAINERS AND WATER CARRIERS  

 

  2.26.1 The trainers and water carriers of a team whilst carrying out their duties shall be 

attired in a numbered and club identified uniform consisting of a T shirt, shorts 

in neutral colours and wear appropriate covered footwear as determined by 

AFLNT. 

 

  2.26.2 Trainers and Water Carriers shall not enter the playing arena for any purpose 

other than attending to an injured Player or providing liquid refreshment to a 

Player and not remain on the playing arena for such longer period than is 

reasonably necessary for that purpose or after having been directed to leave the 

field by a field umpire. 

 

  2.26.3 Trainers and water carriers shall not initiate an approach or attempt to approach 

any player or official of any opposition team during the course of play in a 

match or during a scheduled break except when requested to provide assistance 

by an opposition player or official.  

 

  2.26.4 Clubs may have up to a maximum of four (4) water carriers per match on the 

ground.  

 

  2.26.5        Clubs shall have an accredited Trainer in attendance at every match in which 

  the Club participates. The minimum level of accreditation shall include a 

current First Aid Certificate or Level I Trainers Certificate.  

 

2.27 REGISTERED PLAYER AC TING AS TEAM OFFICI AL WITH OPPOSITION  

 CLUB        

 

  Players registered with another NTFL Club or contracted to an AFL or State League Club 

shall not act as a Team Official with any club on a match day.  

 

  A registered player with another NTFL club may act as a team official after written 

permission from his current NTFL club. A copy of this written permission is to be provided 

to the Football Operations Manager or his delegate.  

     

 2.28 PERSONNEL ENTERING OVAL  

 

  2.28.1 A Club shall neither permit nor authorise a person other than a person named on 

a Team Sheet of that Club to enter inside the boundary fence of an oval whilst a 

team of that Club is playing in a Match on that oval. 
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  2.28.2 A player currently registered or contracted with another Australian Football 

League/Association, may not act in any on field match capacity for an NTFL 

club. 

 

 2.29 PERSONNEL ENTERING THE PLAYING ARENA  

 

  2.29.1 Only authorised persons may enter the playing arena during the playing of a 

match and must remain within the designated coaches box (where applicable). 

Clubs shall be permitted to a maximum of one (1) coach, three (3) assistant 

coach, one team manager (1), two (2) runners, four (4) water carriers, two (2) 

medical official and four (4) interchange players. (Minor grades may have up to 

six (6) interchange players)  All  authorised persons, apart from Trainers and 

Water Carriers, are to remain positioned in the coaches box at all times during 

play, or within the confines of the perimeter lines surrounding the Coachôs Box. 

If no lines are marked, all officials must remain within the confines of the 

Coachôs Box. 

 

 If there is insufficient space within the coaches box, or no box is provided, then 

remaining officials are to be situated outside the boundary fence. Trainers and 

Water carriers may be spread around the ground but must be positioned against 

the fence and not on the boundary line when at rest. Unauthorized personnel 

may be ordered from the playing arena by the Umpire or NTFL official. 

 

 Any Club desiring authorisation of any other officials, must apply to the League 

for such authorisation, prior the commencement of the fixture. Coaches and 

their coaching staff who do not remain within the perimeter  lines surrounding 

the coachesô box will be fined $100 per official. 

 

  2.29.2 Only the teamôs captain may speak to an umpire during the progress of a match 

or during any interval between quarters of a match, no other personnel may 

speak to the umpire. Failure to abide by this By law will result in a penalty of 

$250 being imposed on the person / club. If the officiating umpire believes that 

the matter is of a serious nature, the umpire may also refer the incident to the 

NTFL Tribunal.  

  

2.30 INTERCHANGE STEWARD  

 

The League shall appoint an Interchange Steward for all League matches and any other 

matches that it deems fit.  

 

 2.31 MATCH FOOTBALLS  

 

  2.31.1 Red footballs shall be used for day matches and yellow footballs for night 

matches. 

 

  2.31.2 AFLNT will determine in consultation with team captains the colour of 

footballs for twilight games. 

 

  2.31.3 For matches in which AFLNT determines that the home team is to supply 

footballs the manufacture and brand of footballs to be used shall be approved by 

AFLNT. All footballs shall have appropriate NTFL sponsors on the footballs.  

 

  2.31.4 A minimum of two new footballs is to be available for the commencement of 

each League match and a minimum of two footballs in good condition to be 

available at the commencement of play for Reserves and Underage games.  

 

  2.31.5 In adverse weather, should both captains agree, one football may be used in the 

first and third terms and the other in the second and fourth terms.  In a Major 
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Round match, the Football Operations Manager or his delegate may determine 

the use of a new ball for each term. 

 

  2.31.6 The following footballs are to be used in AFLNT fixtured matches; 

   Seniors ï Full size premier Football 

   Reserves / U18 / U16 / U15 ï Full size premier or Club Football  

   Under 14 ï Size 4 Football 

   Under 13 ï Size 3 Football 

   Womenôs ï Womenôs Football 

 

 2.32 MEDICAL EQUIPMENT AND SERVICES  

 

  2.32.1 Each Club shall provide medical equipment and services at each Match. All 

club medical officials shall be a minimum level 1 first aid or equivalent.   

 

  2.32.2 Clubs must ensure a Scope style stretcher is placed at the interchange area. It 

 is recommended an additional stretcher is also placed at the  interchange  

   area. Failure to comply shall result in a penalty of $100. 

 

 2.33 BEST AND FAIREST AWARDS & MAJOR MATCH BEST PLAYER A WARDS 

 

  2.33.1 In each grade Field Umpires shall collectively award three, two and one votes to 

the players they judge to be the best and fairest in each Minor Round match.  

The players in each grade receiving the highest number of votes shall be 

awarded best and fairest medals.  Where two or more players in a grade are tied 

on equal points each shall each receive a best and fairest medal. 

 

  2.33.2 A player suspended during the minor round of the current season in any 

competition shall be ineligible to receive a best and fairest award.  

 

  2.33.3 does not apply to the following, a player who has been found guilty of Time 

Wasting, Wrestling or refusing to play representative football for the NTFL. 

Players  

 

  2.33.4 Player awards for major matches such as Grand Finals will have voting panels 

coordinated by the Football Operations Manager or his delegate. All players 

participating in the match will be eligible.  

 

 

 2.34 MINUTES SILENCE/BLACK ARM BANDS  

 

  A mark of respect in the form of a minutes silence will be undertaken prior to the 

commencement of any given match on the passing of AFLNT Life Members, Nichols 

Medallists or dignitaries acknowledged by the AFLNT Board. Clubs must formally request 

the wearing of black arm bands from the Football Operations Manager or his delegate. 

Failure for clubs to notify the Football Operations Manager or his delegate shall result in $50 

fine.  

 

2.35 SPONSORSHIP DISPLAY PROVISION 

 

  The names(s) of sponsor(s) of a Club may be promoted and displayed at a Match in which a 

team of that Club participates as follows: 

 

  a) On a ground sheet used by teams at quarter and three quarter time. 

 

  b) On a windbreak for use at quarter and three quarter time. 
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2.36 TIO STADIUM  LIGHTING  

 

  The Football Operations Manager or their delegate shall have the discretion of switching on 

flood lights during the progress of a match in circumstances of adverse weather conditions.  

 

2.37 PRIZE MONEY  

 

  AFLNT will determine annually by 1 September prize money for the forthcoming season 

for: 

   

  a) League Premiers, Runner Up, Third, Fourth and Fifth, and Club Championship   

  

 2.38 ANNUAL  DIVIDEND  
 

  The AFLNT from time to time may declare a dividend for clubs who do not host  away 

matches. These dividends will be provided to the clubs equally in the form of  goods or 

services to the value of the dividend amount at the discretion of the board of the AFLNT.  

  

2.39 PROVISION FOR FOOD PREPARATION ON MATCH DAYS  

 

 The cooking of food at AFLNT match venues by any other club than the nominated host 

club or AFLNT food outlets is prohibited unless prior written permission is obtained from 

the AFLNT or host club. Penalty of $100 will apply for any breaches of this By-law. Any 

additional breaches of this By-law will result in the matter being referred to the board of the 

AFLNT.  

 

 2.40 MATCH DAY CHECK LIST ï INSURANCE REQUIREMENT  

 

 All clubs competing at the ground on any individual match day shall take part in the 

completion of an insurance check list for playing facilities including changerooms and the 

playing arena as per appendix 21. 

 

2.41 UNDER 13 & 14 SPECIAL RULES 

 

 In acknowledgement of the Under 13 & 14 competitions being skill development grades the 

following special rules will apply: 

 

In acknowledgement of the Under 13 & Under 14 competition being skill development 

grades the following special rules will apply: 

1)  The ball must be thrown up at all ruck contests. 

2)  The umpire must identify both ruckmen and only the nominated ruckman can contest 

the throw-up 

3) Players are allowed to bounce the ball twice before they must dispose to another 

player. Handballing to themselves or taking a third bounce must be penalised as 

ñholding the ballò. 

4) Players may not deliberately kick the ball off the ground at any time. 

5) An accidental kick off the ground will not be penalised and a ñplay onò call will 

result. 

6) When the ball goes out of bounds, the field umpire will conduct a ñball upò 15 metres 

inside the boundary line. 

7) Where the 50 metre rule applied under offences within the Laws of the Game a 

distance of 25 meters will be substituted. 

8) No player shall be deliberately slung, dumped or thrown to the ground in any tackle. 

A free kick shall be awarded against the player who contravenes this rule. 
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2.42 SEND-OFF RULE 

 

 The NTFL to adopt the Order Off Law as outlined in rule 20 of the Laws of Australian 

Football in all Underage and Womens grades. In addition to that outlined in rule 20, any 

player in the Under 16 grade or below who receives three yellow cards in any one season 

shall automatically be suspended for 1 week in their clubs next scheduled match and shall be 

ineligible to win any League Best and Fairest award. 

 

2.43 PROGRAMMING  

 

The Football Operations Manager or his delegate shall arrange the programming of all 

matches and shall have the power to re-arrange the order of games and the grounds upon 

which matches are to be played if the programmed time or venue becomes unsuitable for any 

reason.  

 

2.44 FIXTURE PROCEDURE  

 

2.43.1 The Football Operations Manager, in conjunction with the Board, shall determine the 

fixture for each season. Each club shall be entitled to make a submission to the League on 

issues to be taken into consideration in determining the fixture, but the fixture shall be at the 

absolute discretion of the board.  

 

  2.43.2 In any competition except the League, subject to the approval of the board where a 

minimum 5 clubs with teams in that competition agree the By Laws may be varied in writing 

for the benefit of the competition.  

 

2.45 UMPIRING  

 

  The NTFL Umpires Association caters for all NTFL Matches and supplies umpires as 

  negotiated on a year to year basis. The AFLNT will notify clubs by the preceding Thursday 

  morning if umpires cannot be supplied by AFLNT 

 

  Club supplied umpires will be required to wear Purple Volunteer Umpires top. Failure to do 

  will result in a $50 penalty.   

 

 2.46 Any matter that a club wishes to address with the AFLNT about umpires must be notified to 

  the AFLNT by no later than 12noon Monday following the match.  

 

2.47 MEETINGS / AFLNT  COURSES 
  

  2.47.1 The AFLNT will schedule President / Operational meeting through out the year, 

non- attendance or apologies for President / Operational meetings will  incur a 

$50 fine.  

 

  2.47.2 The AFLNT will schedule training programs through out the year. Any Club 

that fails to be represented at these official NTFL Training course will incur a 

$250 fine.  
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3. CLUB REQUIREMENTS  

  

3.1 REGISTRATION OF OFFICIALS  

 

  Each Club shall forward to AFLNT within fourteen days of his election or appointment the 

name and address of each official of that Club on an ñApplication for Registration as League 

Club Official formò  

 

 3.2 CLUB COLOURS, UNIFORMS AND LOGOS 

 

  3.2.1 Each Club shall register by 1 August annually its colours and the design of its 

playing uniform and logo with the League which colours and design shall be 

approved by AFLNT.  Priority of registration of such colours by any Club shall 

determine the exclusive right of a Club to wear such colours.  

 

  3.2.2 A Club shall not alter the colours or design of its approved uniform, without the 

approval of AFLNT. 

 

  3.2.3 Each Club is responsible for ensuring that each Player representing that Club in 

competition Matches arranged or approved by the League is correctly attired in 

the approved uniform.  

    

  3.2.4 All players must wear the Approved Uniforms. The numbers worn by players 

 must correspond with the team sheet and official league program; otherwise 

 the Club shall be liable to a minimum fine of $20 for each such offence. In the 

event of replacement of a jersey during a match, the Ground  Manager and 

Central Umpire must be notified of the change of player's number or the Club 

shall be liable to a fine of $20 fine. 

 

   All jumper numbers in both Senior and Reserve matches must carry different 

numbers. Players must be wearing the number that corresponds to the Official 

League Program and the team sheet.  

   

  3.2.5 A badge(s) to a maximum size of 10 cm x 10 cm may be affixed on the front of 

the approved playing Guernsey worn by a Player.  A logo badge, to a maximum 

of 30 cm wide, by a maximum 8 cm deep may be positioned directly under the 

number on the rear of the guernsey.  No variation to the dimensions stated 

above is permitted, unless it is a reduction by width and/or depth.  

 

  3.2.6 A badge to a maximum size of 10 cm 6 cm may be worn on the front of each 

leg on the shorts worn by a Player.  

    

  3.2.7 A Player shall not wear a logo or other badge on his playing guernsey or shorts 

unless the design and location of that logo or badge has been approved by 

AFLNT.  

 

  3.2.8 Each Club having coloured shorts that conflict with other Clubs shall register 

with the AFLNT an alternative colour of shorts. In the event of conflict in 

minor round matches AFLNT will determine which shorts teams are to wear. 

 

  3.2.9 In the event that the colours of shorts registered by two Clubs whose teams are 

participating in a Major Round Match are identical or of a similar basic colour, 

the colour of shorts to be worn by each team shall be determined as follows: 

 

   a) The team occupying the higher position on the Premiership Table at the 

completion of the Minor Round of Matches shall wear shorts of the 

colour designated as its first selection. 
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   b) The team occupying the lower position on the Premiership Table at the 

completion of the Minor Round shall wear shorts of the colour designated 

as its alternative selection. 

 

3.2.10 Players wishing to wear gloves during an Underage match may do so only after 

seeking in writing AFLNT approval by submitting written medical advice.  

 

3.2.11 Peaked caps are unacceptable headwear and are not to be worn in NTFL 

competitions. Headwear must be manufactured by an AFL approved supplier.    

 

3.2.12 Bike shorts may be worn by players under their playing shorts however 

 they must be flesh toned, white or the colour of the club shorts. A fine of $20 

will be imposed on clubs for each player on each occasion in breach of By Law 

3.2.12.  

 

3.2.13 Football staff must wear the following    

 Trainers All white with a number or the recognised Sports 

Medicine Australia uniform. 

 Water Carriers  Jade Green 

 Runners   Yellow      . 

 Ground Manager  Off field club apparel 

 Club Central Umpire Purple Club Volunteer Top 

 Club Goal Umpires  Purple Club Volunteer Top 

 

 Club Officials not wearing uniforms as outlined above shall be fined $50 for 

incorrectly attired. 

 

 3.3 COACHING ACCREDITA TION  

 

  All Coaches within the NTFL shall be registered with the NTFL and shall be accredited to 

Level 1 prior to the commencement of their 2nd season of Coaching, or registered to 

undertake such an Accreditation course prior to the completion of their 2
nd

 season of 

Coaching. Under AFLNT Rules, the penalty to be imposed for failing to comply with this 

rule shall be the loss of Match Points for matches won when the unaccredited Coach 

 continues to Coach. 
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4. REGISTRATIONS AND PLAYER QUALIFICATIONS  

 

4.1 REGISTRATION  

 

  No person shall be eligible to play at any time in any competition match unless he is 

registered and has been granted a permit to play.  Any person registered as a player with the 

NTFL at the time of adoption of these By Laws shall be deemed to be registered. 

 

4.2 UNREGISTERED PLAYER  

 

  Any Club which allows an unregistered, overage or ineligible player to participate in a match 

shall:  

 

  4.2.1 forfeit the match in which that player played (refer by law 2.11.1 for forfeiting a 

match), and/or   

  4.2.2 be subject to the following fines for each offence: 

   a) League $200  

   b) Reserves $100  

   c) Underage/Women $50  

 

4.2.3 Any club may appeal to the Appeals Board by lodging within three (3) business 

days of receipt of written notification from the AFLNT of the penalties referred 

to in clause 4.2.1 and 4.2.2. A fee of $250 is to be submitted with the appeal. 

Where the appeal board upholds the appeal the full amount shall be refunded. 

Where the appeal board dismissed the appeal and considers that the appeal did 

not have sufficient merit, it shall determine in its absolute discretion that all or 

part of the sum of $250 not be refunded. 

 

4.3 APPLICATION TO REGISTER  

 

4.3.1 A person wishing to be registered as a player shall submit an application for 

registration in accordance with Form 3 (Appendix 3).  Such application to be 

lodged with the Football Operations Manager or his delegate by the Club with 

which that person wishes to register. The registration becomes effective after 

the person plays one approved NTFL match which includes pre-season 

competition otherwise it lapses on 1
st
 July of the year following the season of 

the original lodgement of registration.  

    

4.3.2 To be eligible for any match an application shall be received by AFLNT not 

later than 5.00pm on the Friday immediately preceding that match. 

 

  4.3.2 On receipt of an application for registration as a player, the Football Operations 

Manager or his delegate, if satisfied that the applicant has not previously been 

registered with any other Club, shall grant him permission to play.   

 

  4.3.3 A person who has previously been registered as a player in another state shall 

not be eligible to be registered until he has complied with the AFL Interstate 

Transfer Player Regulations. 

 

  4.3.4 A person who has previously been registered as player with another League in 

the Northern Territory shall be eligible to play upon lodgement of an Intra 

Territory Permit (Appendix 4). 

 

  4.3.5 A player who has not played in any interstate or NT affiliated league within the 

previous 5 years and who does not attract a transfer fee will be eligible for 

immediate re-registration with any club.  
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  4.3.6 A player from an interstate amateur, suburban or country league returning to the 

NTFL competition after a 5 year absence who does not attract a transfer fee and 

who has not played at AFL or State League level during that period will be 

allowed to re-register with any club.   

 

4.4 RECRUITMENT CONDUCT  

 

  DELETED 

 

 4.5 NTFL  CLUB CLEARANCE  

 

  4.5.1 If in the period of 1 July to 30 November in each year a player registered with 

one NTFL Club wishes to transfer to another NTFL Club he shall complete and 

lodge an Application for Clearance on a Form 4 (Appendix 5) with the Club 

with which he intends to play. Clubs shall lodge the application with the 

Football Operations Manager or his delegate. 

 

  4.5.2 Upon receipt of an application for a clearance the Football Operations Manager 

or his delegate shall: 

 

a) Endorse the application with the date of receipt. 

 

   b) Enter the details of the application in a register kept for that purpose, and 

 

   c) Forward the application to the Secretary of the Club with which the 

player is currently registered within 24 hours of the first business day - 

except in extenuating circumstances. 

    

  4.5.3 The Club shall within fourteen (14) days* after receiving an application for 

clearance forwarded to them endorse the application ñgrantedò or ñrefusedò and 

return the application to the Football Operations Manager or his delegate. 

 

  4.5.3.1 The 14 days commence when the clearance application is endorsed by AFLNT 

    

  4.5.4 If the Form 4 is not returned to the Football Operations Manager or his delegate 

within the due time the clearance will be deemed to be granted subject to 

payment of the transfer fee which would otherwise have been due had the 

clearance been referred to the transfer fee tribunal  

 

  4.5.5 The Secretary of the Club shall grant a Local Clearance for an indefinite period 

or period of twelve (12) months ending on 30 June each year of the season 

completed. 

       

  4.5.6 Where an application for clearance is refused the Football Operations Manager 

or his delegate shall thereupon record the refusal in the register, and return a 

copy of the application to the Club lodging the clearance application.  The 

Football Operations Manager or his delegate will upon written request from the 

player refer all details to the AFLNT Appeals Board in accordance with By 

Law 9.2.  

 

  4.5.7 If the application is referred in By Law 4.5.6 to the AFLNT Appeals Board the 

club appealing the refused clearance shall be required to lodge an appeal fee of 

$250. This application is required within 5 working days of the refusal of the 

clearance. Should the club lose the appeal, they will forfeit the $250 fee. Should 

the club win the appeal, the club that refused the clearance shall be fined $250.
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  4.5.8 If a transfer is granted then payment must be made within 14 days of the date of 

written receipt of advice.  

 

  4.5.9 A player transferring from an NTFL Club and subsequently returning to the 

NTFL shall continue to be registered with his original NTFL Club. 

 

4.6 PLAYER ELIGIBILITY  

 

  4.6.1 Minor Round 

 

   a) A Player of a Club may play in any of the League, Reserves or Underage 

teams of the Club with which he is registered subject only to the age 

qualifications applicable to any team. 

 

   b) A Player who has already played in a League or Reserves Minor Round 

Match cannot play in a team of that club in a lower grade game played 

after the League or Reserves Match in the same round of matches.   

 

   c) Underage players are ineligible to play a second match on any given day.  

    

4.6.2 Major Round 

 

  To be eligible to participate in a Major Round Match the following qualifications apply: 

 

 a) A player must play in at least three matches for their club in the minor round to qualify 

to  play in the final series. A player selected as an interchange player and whose name 

is on the list of players exchanged before the commencement of the match and who is 

on the ground  in uniform and ready to play and remains so ready until the conclusion 

of the match, shall for all purposes be deemed to have played in such match.  

 

 b)  Any player who changes club mid-season shall be deemed as a new player for the club, 

with which he has been granted a permit to play and shall be required to therefore 

complete no less than three minor round matches with his new club before being 

eligible to play in the final series of matches. 

 

c)  An under 18 player must play at least three games for the club during the season to be 

eligible for the Under 18 finals. 

 

 d) Registered players, playing in the U/16, 15, 14 & 13ôs competition must play a 

minimum of 3 matches for the club to be eligible to play in finals. If an underage player 

plays in a higher final and that team is eliminated, they will still be eligible to play in 

the lower grade finals as long as they have played a minimum of 50% of games in that 

lower grade during the season.    

 

e) A player who has played less than 50% of their clubs scheduled reserves games during 

the season canôt play in the reserve grade finals unless the senior team is still in the 

finals. Where a player has not played the required 50% of scheduled reserves games 

during the season, he may still be permitted to play in the reserves grade finals if he has 

played no more than 50% of his games in the League during the season or if the senior 

team is still in the finals. Rule 4.6.2 (a) to still apply 

 

 f) A Player who has been suspended or disqualified from playing shall be deemed to be a 

Player of the grade in which he last played immediately before being suspended or 

disqualified.  He shall not be eligible to play in any team of his Club until such 

suspension or disqualification has been served in the grade in which he was suspended.  

                               

   g) Where a player is ineligible to play in a Major Round, under these By Laws and the 

Playerôs failure to qualify has been brought about by reason of education, injury, 
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sickness, business or work related commitments he may appeal in writing to the 

Football Operations Manager or his delegate may at its discretion grant him permission 

to play. 

 

   h) A Player from a lower grade may be promoted at any time during the Major Round to 

play in a team of a higher grade provided that he has played three games for the club in 

that season.  

 

 4.7 NTFL  player movement rules 

 

4.7.1 NTFL Clubs can only recruit up to a maximum of five (5) players from any one             

NTFL club in any season.  

 

4.7.2 The NTFL Clubs at their discretion can transfer any additional players above the 

five (5) players set by the AFLNT.    

 

4.7.3 Full transfer fees will apply. 
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5. REPRESENTATIVE TEAMS  

 

5.1 TEAM SELECTION  

 

  AFLNT may appoint from time to time: 

 

  5.1.1 A Representative Coach. 

 

  5.1.2 A Representative Team Selection Committee which shall include the person 

appointed as Representative Coach and who shall be consulted in regard to 

appointment of other members. 

 

  5.1.3 A Representative Team Manager. 

 

 5.2 SELECTION IN REPRESENTATIVE GAMES  

 

  5.2.1 Notwithstanding anything contained in any Contract or Agreement to the 

contrary all Players not under suspension have the right and obligation to be 

available for selection in teams representing the NTFL. 

 

  5.2.2 If a Player is selected in any representative team, AFLNT will assume the 

responsibility and liability in accordance with AFLNTôs insurance policies. 

 

5.2.3        Any Player who fails to make himself available for selection in any 

 representative team or to comply with any reasonable directions regarding 

 training or any other activity associated with the preparation of the team except 

 for reason of injury, illness or such other reason as may be accepted by AFLNT, 

 may be directed to appear before the Tribunal which shall consider the matter 

 and taking account of natural justice, may impose a penalty by way of 

 suspension, censure or fine of $200. 

 

5.3       PLAYER AWARDS  

 

 5.3.1 Representative Team awards such as Best Player awards will be determined by 

a panel coordinated by AFLNT.  
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6. BREACHES OF THE LAWS OF AUSTRALIAN FOOTBALL  

 

6.1 REPORT PROCEDURES 

 

  The following conditions and procedures will apply to a report made by an umpire 

officiating in a Match or in accordance with By Law 6.3 in respect of a breach of the Laws 

of Australian Football by a Player or Registered Official named on a Team Sheet. 

 

 6.2 REPORT FORM PROCESS 

 

  A report on the day of the match shall be detailed on a form supplied by the AFLNT and 

shall be completed in quadruplicate by the umpire or umpires making the report: 

 

  6.2.1 The report form shall set out the name of the reported Player or Registered 

Official, his number (if any) and sufficient information and facts including the 

number of the Player offended against (if known) to enable the incident to be 

identified. 

 

  6.2.2 Each umpire making the report shall sign all copies of the report form and if he 

is Boundary or Goal Umpire shall hand them to a Field Umpire officiating in 

that Match who shall collect and deliver or cause to be delivered one copy of 

that report together with one copy of any report made by himself, to the 

Football Operations Manger of his delegate by not later than 10.00am on the 

first working day after the Match or as otherwise directed by AFLNT.  

 

  6.2.3 A Registered Official of each team participating in a Match shall attend at the 

door of the umpiresô room between 30-45 minutes after the termination of that 

Match to receive a copy of any report which has been made. 

 

  6.2.4 If a Registered Official of a team does not attend at the umpiresô rooms to 

receive a copy of any report, the Football Operations Manager or his delegate 

shall advise the Club on the first business day after the report or as soon as 

practical. 

 

  6.2.5 On the handing by the Field Umpire to the Registered Official of the copy of 

the report the Club concerned is deemed to have received notice of such report.   

Upon the Registered Official receiving a copy of the report he shall 

immediately notify the Player concerned of the report and the charges made in 

it. 

 

 6.3 REPORT ON VIDEO EVIDENCE  

 

  6.3.1 The AFLNT may in its discretion employ the use of video cameraôs to tape any 

NTFL fixture.  These tapes are to remain the property of AFLNT.  The use of 

these tapes will be at the discretion of the AFLNT Board. 

   

  6.3.2 An Umpire, the Chief Executive Officer, Football Operations Manager or duly 

appointed League Official may report a player or registered official named on a 

team sheet or on the basis of video evidence by 12 noon on the next working 

day of the offence occurring or in extreme circumstances only, not more than 

five (5) working days. 

   

6.4 PRESCRIBED PENALTIES 

 

6.4.1 All NTFL players are to acknowledge their role and responsibility via the 

Club/NTFL Codes of Conduct. 
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6.4.2 Where a Player is reported by an Umpire for alleged offences under the Laws of 

Australian Football he shall at the discretion of the Football Operations 

Manager or his delegate have the option of accepting a prescribed penalty as 

detailed in Appendix 10 in preference to having the matter referred to the 

Tribunal.  

 

6.4.3 If in the opinion of the umpire, the offence is deemed to be of a serious nature, 

the umpire shall indicate on the report sheet that the matter shall proceed to a 

tribunal hearing. 

 

6.4.4 If in the opinion of the Football Operations Manager or his delegate the offence 

is deemed to be of a serious nature, the matter shall be referred to the Tribunal. 

 

6.4.5 Players will forfeit their opportunity to take a prescribed penalty at the 

discretion of the Football Operations Manager or his delegate or if they have 

been found guilty of two or more offences by the NTFL Independent Tribunal 

within the current or previous season or have accepted four (4) weeks of 

prescribed penalties in the current or previous season.  

  

6.4.6 Should a player/official accumulate a suspension history exceeding that set out 

in AFLNTôs Player and Official De-Registration, he shall be de-registered from 

all clubs and leagues under the control of, or affiliated with AFLNT. The 

player/official shall have the right to an appeal, in line with the conditions set 

down in the AFLNT Player and Official De-Registration Policy. 

  

  6.4.7 The AFLNT shall procure player tribunal histories form Leagues in which the 

reported player has previously participated.  Such histories will be tabled at 

NTFL Tribunal hearings. 

   

  6.4.8 A player may elect to plead guilty to an alleged offence but not take a 

prescribed penalty in which case the charge shall be referred to the tribunal as a 

guilty plea for a determination of penalty only.   

 

  6.4.9 A player or official serving a suspension cannot enter the playing area which 

includes the Coaching bench area until he/she has served his/her suspension. 

 

  6.4.10 NTFL Clubs will be notified Monday of any reports from the weekends 

matches. If a player has been sighted by trial by video, clubs can view the 

footage of the incident between 4pm and 8pm on Monday at the AFLNT offices 

or as otherwise determined by the Football Operations Manager or his/her 

delegate. 

 

  6.4.11 Club must notify the AFLNT by 12 noon Tuesday if they wish to accept the set 

penalty if applicable. Failure to notify the AFLNT of the clubs decision by 12 

noon Tuesday will result in the set penalty being automatically granted if 

applicable.  

 

  6.4.12 NTFL Tribunal hearings will be held from 6pm on a Wednesday night or as 

otherwise determined by the Football Operations Manager or his/her delegate. 

 

  6.4.13 If a report is made after 12noon the Monday after the game in accordance with 

by law 6.3.2, the timelines referred to in by law 6.4.10 and 6.4.11 shall be 

determined by the Football Operations Manager or his/her delegate. 

 

  6.4.14 If a player has been offered and/or accepted a set penalty in accordance with by 

law 6.4.2, the Football Operations Manager or his delegate reserves the right to 

upgrade the penalty in exceptional circumstances. This right lapses after five 

clear working days of the offence occurring. 
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6.5 RACIAL VILIFICATION  

 

6.5.1 PROHIBITED CONDUCT  

 
 No person subject to these By Laws shall act towards or speak to any other 

person in a manner, or engage in any other conduct which threatens, disparages, 

vilifies or insults another person ("the person vilified") on the basis of that 

person's race, religion, colour, descent or national or ethnic origin. 

 

6.5.2 LODGING COMPLAINT  

 
 In the event that it is alleged that a person has contravened By Law 6.5.1 an 

Umpire, Club or Player may by 5.00 pm. working day following the day on 

which the contravention is alleged to have occurred, lodge a complaint in 

writing with the Football Operations Manager or his delegate of AFLNT for the 

purposes of this By Law.  The complaint must outline the circumstances of the 

allegations made against a person. 

 

 6.5.3 Football Operations Manager   

  The Football Operations Manager shall:- 

 

(a)  inform the person alleged to have contravened By Law 6.5.1 of the 

complaint and provide that person with an opportunity to respond to it 

in writing; 

 

(b)  identify and obtain written statements from any available witnesses; 

 

(c)  obtain video or other evidence produced through the media; and 

 

(d)  arrange for the complaint to be conciliated and take all steps necessary 

for the complaint to be conciliated. 

 

(e)  Should the person alleged to have contravener 6.5.1 not attend the 

reconciliation hearing for the subject person is or registered player of a 

club, the person will be ineligible to play until the matter is heard.  

 

6.5.4 CONFIDENTIALITY AND NO PUBLIC COMMENT  

 
  Subject to By Law 6.5.7:- 

 

(a) the particulars of a complaint and the conciliation shall at all times 

remain confidential; and 

 

(b) a person shall not publicly comment on or disseminate to any person 

information concerning a complaint at any time prior to, during or after  

the conciliation. 

 

 6.5.5 CONCILIATOR  

 
  A conciliation arranged under By Law 6.5.3 shall be conducted by the Football 

Operations Manager or his nominee  

 

6.5.6        ATTENDANCE AT EDUCATION PROGR AM  

 
(a) Where:-         
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(i) a person alleged to have contravened By Law 6.5.1 attends a 

conciliation for the first time (other than as a person vilified); 

and 

(ii)  the complaint against the person is resolved at conciliation, 

               the person shall attend an education program conducted by a  

                                                body approved by the AFLNT. 

 

(b) Where a person employed, engaged or otherwise associated with a Club 

is required to attend an education program conducted by an AFLNT 

approved body, the Club shall pay the costs of that personôs attendance. 

 

(c) A person who fails to attend the education program shall be deemed to 

have contravened this By Law and shall be referred to the AFLNT Tribunal 

to be dealt with as a Reportable Offence.  

 

6.5.7 PUBLIC STATEMENT  

 
  Where a complaint is resolved by conciliation, the only public statement that 

shall be made concerning the complaint and its resolution shall be that agreed 

upon by the parties. 

 

6.5.8 UNSUCCESSFUL CONCILIATION  

 
   Where the Football Operations Manager or his nominee is of the opinion that 

  the matter has not been resolved by conciliation, the Football Operations  

  Manager shall:- 

(i) in the case of a Player, refer the complaint to the Tribunal to be 

 dealt with as a Reportable Offence; or 

(ii)  in the case of any other person, refer the complaint to the AFLNT 

 Board to be dealt with under By Law 8.4 of  these By Laws. 

 

6.5.9 PREVIOUS INVOLVEMENT  

 
(a) Where a person alleged to have contravened By Law 6.5.1 has 

previously taken part in a conciliation (other than as a person vilified), 

the Football Operations Manager may refer the complaint directly to the 

Tribunal to be dealt with as a Reportable Offence in the case of a 

Player, or directly to the AFLNT Board to be dealt with under By Law 

8.4 of these By Laws in the case of any other person. 

 

(b) For the purposes of this Rule, conciliation includes a conciliation 

arranged under By Law 6.5.3 or such other form of conciliation 

arranged by the AFLNT or directly between the parties concerned. 

 

6.5.10 EVIDENCE BEFORE TRIBUNAL OR AFLNT  BOARD 

 
  In the event that a complaint is referred to the Tribunal or the AFLNT Board 

under this By Law 6.5, no evidence shall be given to or be accepted by the 

Tribunal or the AFLNT Board relating to anything said or done in any 

conciliation carried out pursuant to By Law 6.5.3. 

 

6.5.11 FOOTBALL OPERATIONS MANAGER  

 
  In the event that the Chief Executive Officer has not been appointed for the 

purposes of these By Laws or if appointed is for any reason unavailable to act 

under these By Laws the Chief Executive Officer for the purpose of these By 

Laws shall be the Football Operations Manager of the AFLNT. 
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6.5.12 REFERRING COMPLAINT  

 
  In any case where the Football Operations Manager determines to refer the 

complaint to the Tribunal or the AFLNT Board, the complaint shall be referred 

to the Tribunal or the AFLNT Board, as the case may be, as soon as practicable.  

 

6.5.13 LEGAL REPRESENTATION  

 
  Where a complaint is referred to the Tribunal or the AFLNT Board under this 

By Law, the person alleged to have contravened By Law 6.5.1 may be 

represented by a Legal Practitioner.   

 

6.5.14 TIME LIMIT  

 
  Any time limit for the doing of anything referred to in By Law 6.5 may be 

extended by the Football Operations Manager if in the opinion of the Football 

Operations Manager it is just and equitable to do so. 

 

6.5.15 LIABILITY OF CLUB  

 
(a) In the event that a complaint under these By Laws in respect of conduct 

engaged in by a person is found to have been proven by the Tribunal or 

where the AFLNT Board determines that a person the subject of a 

complaint has been involved in conduct which is unbecoming or 

prejudicial to the interests of the AFLNT, the Club employing, 

engaging or otherwise associated with the person at the time of the 

conduct shall be deemed to be vicariously liable for the conduct of the 

person and shall be liable to a sanction to be determined by the AFLNT 

Board. 

 

(b) By Law 6.5.15(a) does not apply to a contravention by a person if in the 

opinion of the Tribunal or the AFLNT Board, as the case may be, the 

Club took all reasonable steps to prevent persons employed, engaged or 

otherwise associated with the Club from engaging in the conduct which 

contravened the vilification rules. 

 

6.5.16 CONTINUOUS EDUCATION  

 

  Each Club must:- 

 

(a) Ensure that all of its Players, Coaches, Officials and other employees 

attend any education program organised and conducted by the AFL; and 

 

(b) Maintain and keep a written record of all such attendees, (to be signed 

by each attendee and the President of the Club), and provide a copy 

immediately upon request to the Football Operations Manager  

 

 6.5.17 FALSE OR MISLEADING INFORMATION  

 
 A person who:-  

 (a) in a complaint lodged under By Law 6.5.2 or during the conciliation process, 

provides any information or acts in a manner which is in any respect 

false or misleading or likely to mislead; or 

 

 (b) Falsely accuses a person of breaching By Law 6.5.1 

 

 Shall be liable to a sanction as determined by the Football Operations Manager, 

in his absolute discretion. 
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7. AFLNT  TRIBUNAL  

 

 7.1 TRIBUNAL COMMISSIONERS  

 

  AFLNT shall from time to time appoint up to eight (8) Commissioners to the Tribunal.  Such 

persons shall be independent of any affiliation or membership of any Australian Football 

Body or club in the Northern Territory, up to four (4) of whom shall be members of the legal 

profession.  

 

7.1.1 On any occasion when the Tribunal is required to be convened AFLNT or a 

person authorised by it shall nominate three (3) members to hear and determine 

the matter before it. The nominated Commissioners shall elect a Chairman who 

will be a member of the legal profession. 

 

7.1.2 In the event of three (3) Commissioners being unavailable to sit on the 

Tribunal the matter can proceed with two (2) Commissioners. 

 

7.2 JURISDICTION OF TRIBUNAL  

 

  The Tribunal may hear and determine: 

 

  7.2.1 A report made by an umpire, the Football Operations Manger or his delegates of 

AFLNT or League Official appointed under Laws of Australian Football 

(19.1.3) that a person has committed a reportable offence under the Laws of 

Australian Football. 

 

  7.2.2 Any other matter referred to the Tribunal by the AFLNT.   

 

  7.2.3 A plea of guilty to a report made under clause 6.  

 

7.3 POWERS AND PROCEDURES 

 

  Subject to the further procedures set out in (Appendix 7), the Tribunal may regulate any 

proceedings brought before it in such manner as it thinks fit.  The Tribunal has the power at 

anytime to amend any charges brought before it. 

 

    7.4 OTHER MATTERS  

 

  7.4.1 A Player who is suspended or disqualified by a Tribunal for a breach of the 

Laws of Australian Football shall serve such suspension or disqualification in 

the grade in which he played immediately prior to such suspension or 

disqualification. 

 

  7.4.2 A Player who has been suspended or disqualified by a Tribunal may apply for 

permission from the Football Operations Manager to play in a Match authorised 

by the League other than a Match being played for Premiership points in a 

League competition, or in the Major Round of any competition conducted by 

the League during the period between the Grand Final and the commencement 

of the next Season.  

    

  7.4.3 An application to the Football Operations Manager referred to in By Law 7.4.2 

shall be made in writing and include full details of the grounds upon which that 

application is made.  Upon receiving such application, the Football Operations 

Manager may accept or reject it upon such grounds as he thinks fit. 
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 7.5 PLAYERS ADVOCATES  

 

  7.5.1 Each Club and the Umpires Association shall by no later than 30 September in 

each year advise the Football Operations Manager in writing the names of up to 

three (3) persons each of whom is not a Club coach, a barrister, a solicitor, a 

legal practitioner or holder of a law degree, to be its Players Advocates, for a 

period not exceeding 12 months. 

 

  7.5.2 The League will from time to time require all advocates to attend mock tribunal 

procedures for the purpose of attaining accreditation.  AFLNT accredited player 

advocates will be only permitted to attend tribunals. Failure to attend the mock 

tribunals conducted by the AFLNT will result in a $250 penalty. 

 

 7.6 POWERS AND DUTIES OF PLAYERS ADVOCATES  

 

  A Players Advocate may represent a Club Player or Official who has been charged with a 

breach of these By Laws or the Laws of Australian Football before a Tribunal Hearing if 

chosen by a Player to do so. 

 

  An umpireôs advocate may represent an umpire who brings a charge against a player or 

official for a breach of these by-laws.   

 

 7.7 HEARING PENDING  

 

  7.7.1 A player or official against whom any charge has been laid shall not be eligible 

to play or officiate until such time as the Tribunal has adjudicated upon the 

charge; provided, however, the Tribunal may, at its discretion, waive the 

application of this provision where satisfied that such waiver is warranted by 

the circumstances of the case. 

 

  7.7.2 A player or official may request a deferral of the hearing of a report which may 

be granted at the discretion of the Tribunal. 

 

7.8 ATTENDANCE BY WITNESS  

 

Should a player or official be reported for an offence laid down in the Laws of Australian 

Football or any other player or official mentioned in the reporting umpires report shall be 

required to attend the Tribunal hearing as a witness unless otherwise excused at the 

Tribunalôs discretion or at the discretion of the Football Operations Manager or his delegate. 

 

Failure to attend may be considered contempt of the Tribunal and the Tribunal may fine such 

player or official or disqualify him/her for such period as it thinks fit. 

 

 7.9 APPEAL - NEW EVIDENCE  

 

  7.9.1 Where a club is able to provide new evidence not available to it at the time of 

the original hearing it may lodge an appeal with the Appeals Board against a 

determination of the Tribunal. The Football Operations Manager will determine 

whether the evidence provided qualifies as new evidence unavailable at the time 

of the original hearing.  

 

  7.9.2 An appeal against a determination of the Tribunal, where further evidence is 

available, will be heard by the Appeals Board in accordance with By law  9.2.  

 

  7.9.3 Such appeal shall be lodged in writing with the Football Operations Manager or 

his delegate within (3) three days of the original hearing of the determination to 

be appealed, providing details of the new evidence available. 
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  7.9.4 The appeal shall be heard by three (3) Appeals Board Commissioners in 

accordance with By Law 9.1.  

 

  7.9.5 The appeal shall be accompanied by an appeals fee of $250, the appeals fee will 

be retained by the AFLNT if the appeal is unsuccessful.    

 

  7.9.5 In determining the appeal, the Appeals Board may in its discretion, reduce or 

increase the penalty, the result of which shall be final and binding. 

 

 7.10 SUSPENDED PLAYER 

 

  Any Club which plays a suspended or disqualified Player, in any Football Match shall in 

addition to any other penalty which may be imposed under these By Laws, be liable to a 

maximum fine of $1,000 for each occasion on which a Player plays except where the 

suspended or disqualified Player has been given permission to play by officers of AFLNT. 

 

 7.11 EFFECT OF SUSPENSION 

  

  7.11.1 Any person under suspension from a Tribunal may not enter the playing arena 

which includes the Coaching bench area for the duration of the match or 30 

minutes before or after the match.  

 

7.11.2 A playing coach who is suspended for an offence as a player may seek 

permission from the Tribunal which suspended him, to enter the playing arena 

in his capacity as coach. 

 

 7.12 MEDIA  

 

   The AFLNT will allow all media outlets to attend and record all tribunal hearings. Media 

    must be present prior to the start of the hearing. This will ensure that the tribunal hearing  is 

reported in a  fair and open matter to the general public.  
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8. DISCIPLINARY  

 

8.1 INAPPROPRIATE BEHAVIOUR  

 

  An Officer, Director, Life Member or servant of AFLNT, NTFL Players, Club President, 

Registered Club Official or an Umpire registered by the AFLNT under these By Laws, or 

any person who is acting in any official capacity shall not at any time:  

 

  8.1.1 Use abusive, threatening or insulting language to or interfere with or assault any 

Umpire, Officer of the League, delegate or member of a Tribunal or Club 

President, Member of AFLNT Board or servant of the League, Playing Member 

of a Club, Registered Club Official, gatekeeper or other employee of the League 

engaged at an oval at which a game arranged by or under the control of or 

approved by the AFLNT is being played. 

 

  8.1.2 Engage in conduct, which is unbecoming, detrimental or prejudicial to the 

welfare, image, spirit or best interests of Football or the AFLNT or any Club. 

 

  8.1.3 Obtain or attempt to obtain admission to any oval without producing a proper 

entrance pass or paying the proper admission charge. 

 

  8.1.4 Refuse or neglect or fail to observe, obey or comply with the Constitution and 

By Laws or any decision or direction of AFLNT. 

 

  8.1.5 Make any comment in any publication whether written, televised or broadcast 

which is detrimental or prejudicial to the welfare, image, spirit or best interests 

of AFLNT or Australian Football. 

 

  8.1.6 Make comment in any publication, whether written, televised or broadcast 

which is adversely critical of a Registered Umpire or a decision of any Tribunal 

appointed by AFLNT. 

  

 8.2 CLUB OBSERVANCE 

 

  A Club must observe, obey and comply with the Constitution and By Laws of AFLNT and 

not engage in conduct which is unbecoming, detrimental or prejudicial to interests of 

Australian Football. 

 

8.2 PENALTY  

 

  An individual as listed above or a Club found guilty of a breach of the Constitution and By 

Laws of AFLNT, or the Laws of Australian Football may be subject to: 

 

  8.3.1 Censure, and/or 

 

  8.3.2 Suspension or disqualification from playing or exercising any official function 

or attending any Football Match, and/or; 

 

  8.3.3 The withdrawal of, or suspension or disqualification from exercising, any right 

or privilege which a person may have or to which he may be entitled by virtue 

of any office, position or class of membership held by him in or of AFLNT, 

and/or; 

 

  8.3.4 A minimum fine of $500 or as the Independent Tribunal determines, and/or; 
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  8.3.5 In the case of a Club the reversal of the result of a Match and/or the suspension 

or disqualification of a Team or Teams of that Club and/or the loss of 

premiership points. 

 

 8.4 COMPLAINT  

 

  A complaint made in accordance with these By Laws alleging an infringement may be 

lodged by a registered umpire, an official, official of the AFLNT or a Club President.  Such 

complaint shall be in writing detailing as much as practicable the nature of the allegations. 

 

  A complaint by a Club President shall be lodged with the Football Operations Manager or 

his delegate by no later than 12noon on the third business day with a cheque of $250 

following the day on which the incident is alleged to have occurred, unless in extenuating 

circumstances. 

 

8.4.1 Any complaint made at anytime to the Football Operations Manager alleging 

conduct in breach of clause 8.1.2 arising at a place/places outside of the control 

of AFLNT shall be referred to the Independent NTFL Investigation Officer who 

shall investigate the complaint and lodge a report with the General Manager. 

 

  8.4.2 On receipt of the report, the Football Operations Manager or his delegate shall 

seek all relevant particulars relating to the report and to refer the allegation to 

either the Tribunal or the AFLNT Board. 

 

  8.4.3 In the event that an allegation is to be heard by the AFLNT Board or the 

Independent Tribunal, the individual or Club concerned shall have the same 

rights to natural justice as would be the case in a hearing of the Tribunal. 

 

  8.4.4 The Football Operations Manager or his delegate shall forward a copy of any 

report alleging an infringement of the Constitution and or By Laws of the 

League, or of the Laws of Australian Football together with particulars of such 

report to the person and or body alleged to have committed the infringement, as 

soon as is practical and inform such person or body of the time and place fixed 

for any hearing.  

 

  8.4.5 Any person or club charged under these By Laws shall attend any hearing or 

meeting of the Tribunal or AFLNT as summoned. 

 

8.5 CLUB FINE 

 

  Whenever a fine has been imposed under these By Laws on a Club. 

  8.5.1 That Club shall be responsible for the payment of such fine. 

 

  8.5.2 The fine shall be paid to the AFLNT within 21 days of the League giving notice 

to the Club of the imposition of such fine, and 

 

8.5.3  If not previously paid such fine may be debited to the Club account with the 

 AFLNT. 

 

8.6 PLAYER/OFFICIAL FINE  

 

  Whenever a fine has been imposed under these By Laws on a Registered Official or Player 

of a club; 

8.6.1 The player/official shall be responsible for the payment of such fine. 

 

8.6.2 The fine shall be paid to the AFLNT prior to the commencement of that 

 players/officials next club match. 
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8.6.2 Failure to pay such fine will result in the player/official being suspended from 

playing for his club until fine imposed has been paid. 
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9. APPEALS BOARD 

 

9.1 MEMBERSHIP  

 

  AFLNT shall from time to time appoint an Appeals Board of up to six (6) members to the 

Appeals Board.  Such persons shall be independent of any affiliation or membership of any 

Australian Football body or club in the Northern Territory two (2) of whom shall be 

members of the legal profession. 

 

  9.1.1 On any occasion when the Appeals Board is required to be convened AFLNT or 

a person authorized by it shall nominate three (3) members to hear and 

determine the matter before it.  The nominated Members shall elect a Chairman 

who will be a member of the legal profession. 

   

  9.1.2 In the event of three (3) Members being unavailable to sit on the Tribunal the 

 matter can proceed with two (2) Members. 

 

9.2 POWERS AND DUTIES OF THE APPEALS BOARD 

 

  The Appeals Board shall have the power to: 

 

 9.2.1 Hear and determine any matter referred to it by the AFLNT within these by 

laws. 

 

  9.2.2 DELETED 

 

  9.2.3 Hear and determine any appeal relating to an application for, or the granting or 

refusal of a transfer, to play Football made by any person or Player of a Club. 

 

  9.2.4 Summon any person to appear before it and give evidence. 

 

  9.2.5 Admit or reject any evidence which may be given to it. 

 

  9.2.6 Adjourn its proceedings to such time and place as it shall deem fit. 

 

  9.2.7 Adopt or pursue any procedure considered convenient and proper for the 

hearing and adjudication of any matter before it. 

 

  9.2.8 Determine the quantum of any transfer fee having regard to the ñGuide for 

Appeals Board - Transfer Compensation Feesò set by the AFLNT from time to 

time (Appendix 8). 

    

   Players on a one season clearance will not have their achievements during that 

season included in the transfer fee assessment which cause added value if the 

player seeks to obtain a full clearance to the same club the following season.  If, 

however, the player seeks a clearance to another club the calculation of his 

transfer fee will include his total playing career.  

    

  9.2.9 Subject to any of the above procedure or procedures set out in these By Laws 

the Appeals Board may regulate any proceedings bought before it in such a 

manner as it deems fit.  The Appeals Board has the power to amend at anytime 

any charges bought before it. 

 

 9.3 APPEAL PROCEDURES REFUSAL OF TRANSFER FROM CLUB TO CLUB  

 

  9.3.1 If a Club refuses to grant a transfer to a Player, he may appeal to the Appeals 

Board. 
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  9.3.2 An appeal to the Appeals Board by a Player shall be made in writing on the 

prescribed form and lodged with the AFLNT within five (5) days after the date 

upon which an application for transfer has been refused (Appendix 9). 

 

  9.3.3 Upon lodgement of an appeal, each club shall pay the sum of $250 inclusive of 

GST.    

    

  9.3.4 Upon receipt of an appeal the Football Operations Manager or his delegate shall 

at the earliest possible time convene a hearing and notify all relevant parties. 

 

  9.3.5 A Player who has lodged an appeal and the Club which has refused the transfer 

which is the subject of such appeal shall each be entitled to appear at a hearing 

and be represented by such person or persons as they respectively deem fit, 

provided such representative is not a person qualified as a Legal Practitioner. 

 

  9.3.6 The Appeals Board may grant or refuse a transfer or permit as the case may be 

to the person appealing to it. 

 

  9.3.7 In reaching its decision the Appeals Board shall consider any matters relevant to 

the granting or refusal of the transfer concerned including without limitation: 

 

   a) The interests of the public and the game of Australian Football. 

 

   b) The interests, Constitution, and By Laws of AFLNT. 

 

   c) The interests of the person making the appeal. 

 

d) Any hardship whether financial or otherwise likely to be suffered by either 

the Player instituting the appeal or the Club which has refused to grant the 

transfer in the event of the appeal being allowed. 

 

e) Any Transfer Fees previously paid to the Transferor Club 

 

f) DELETED 

 

g) The age of the person making the appeal. 

 

h) The interest of the Club from which such transfer or permit is sought. 

 

i) The contractual obligations (if any) between the Player making the appeal 

and the Club from which the transfer is sought. 

 

  9.3.8 If the Appeals Board allows an appeal it shall endorse the clearance application 

ñgrantedò and the Football Operations Manager and his delegate shall issue a 

permit to play. 

 

  9.3.9 Where the Appeals Board grants the transfer it will receive submissions from 

the two Clubs concerned in respect to the determination of a transfer fee.  In 

reaching its determination the Appeals Board shall take into consideration of, 

but not be bound by the guidelines contained in Appendix 5. 

 

  9.3.10 The decision of the Appeal Board shall be final and binding and no further 

appeal will lie from the decision of the Appeals Board to any other tribunal or 

body whether judicial, quasi-judicial or otherwise. 

 

  9.3.11 The transfer fee payment as determined shall be payable within 14 days or as 

otherwise agreed between the two Clubs concerned. 
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  9.3.12 The club that loses the Appeal will forfeit their appeal fee.  
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10. AFLNT  INVESTIGATION OFFICER  

 

10.1 APPOINTMENT  

 

  AFLNT shall appoint a person/s who is not a member or connected in any other way to 

AFLNT or an NTFL club as an Investigation Officer to investigate any report or matter 

referred to him/her. 

 

10.2 REFERRAL  

 

  Any matter referred by the AFLNT Football Operations Manager or his delegate to the 

Investigation Officer shall be completed within seven days, unless an extension of time is 

granted by the AFLNT Football Operations Manager at the request of the Investigation 

Officer. 

 

 10.3 POWERS OF INVESTIGATION OFFICER  

 

  10.3.1 The Investigation Officer shall enquire into and interview all relevant witnesses 

pertaining to a matter. 

 

  10.3.2 May summon any persons to appear and give evidence at the Investigation. 

 

  10.3.3 May at his/her absolute discretion admit or reject any evidence. 

 

  10.3.4 May adopt and pursue any procedure which he/she thinks convenient and 

proper in the investigation of a matter. 

 

  10.3.5 May, not withstanding any irregularities in the report proceed to investigate any 

matter whether the substance of the complaint has been established or not, and 

make appropriate recommendations. 

 

  10.3.6 Provide a written report to the AFLNT Football Operations Manager 

recommending whether a case should be referred to the: 

 

   a) NTFL Code of conduct for penalty or 

 

   b) NTFL Independent Tribunal for hearing and determination. 

 

   c) DELETED 

 

   d) AFLNT Board for its hearing and determination. 

 

     

10.4 SUBSEQUENT ACTION 

 

  The AFLNT Football Operations Manager shall: 

 

  10.4.1 If a charge in relation to the report is laid then the Football Operations Manager 

or his delegate will forward a copy of the Investigation Officerôs report to the 

Club Secretary, providing details of any charges. If no charges result from the 

Investigation Officerôs report it will be at the Football Operations Manager 

absolute discretion whether the report can be accessed by any party.  

 

  10.4.2 Fix a date, time and venue for a hearing of any matter not more than two (2) 

days after receiving a written report from the Investigation Officer.  

 

  10.4.3 Notify all parties in writing at least 48 hours prior to the hearing. 
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10.5 EVIDENCE  

 

  In any proceeding brought before any of the aforementioned committees the Investigation 

Officer may at the discretion of the committees appear before them to expand on his findings 

and recommendations. 
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11. DRUG DISCIPLINARY TRIBUNAL  

 

11.1 POLICY  

 

  The AFLNT competitions shall abide by the guidelines outlined in the AFL Drug Policy. 

 

11.2 APPOINTMENT  

 

  AFLNT may appoint from time to time a Drug Disciplinary Tribunal comprising: 

 

  11.1.1 A Legal Practitioner. 

 

  11.1.2 A Medical Practitioner experience in sports medicine and matters relating to 

drugs in sport. 

 

  11.1.3 A former Club Administrator, and 

 

  11.1.4 A retired Player. 

  

  11.1.5 Other members at its discretion. 

 

11.3 QUORUM 

 

  At any hearing of the Tribunal a quorum will comprise any three (3) members. 

 

11.4 POWERS AND DUTIES OF THE DRUG DISCIPLINARY TRIBUNAL  

 

  The Tribunal shall have the power to and shall hear and determine any matter referred to it. 
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12. SPECIAL PROVISIONS 

 

12.1 PLAYER - CLUB RELATIONS  

 

  Each Club shall have and make available at all reasonable times to Players of that Club a 

complete copy of the Constitution and By Laws of AFLNT in force time to time. 

 

12.2 BY LAWS COMMITTEE  

 

  The Football Operations Manager shall from time to time make recommendations to the 

  board of the AFLNT with amendments to the By laws. NTFL Clubs can make 

  recommendations to the NTFL By laws through the Football Operations Manager who will 

  then submit the recommended changes or inclusions to the By laws to the AFLNT board for 

  consideration.  

   

12.3 SEASON 

 

  Unless otherwise determined by AFLNT, the NTFL competition shall generally be 

conducted each year in the period 1 October to 31 March the following year. 

 

12.4 G.S.T 

 

 All amounts of money outlined in these By Laws do not include GST. 

 

12.5 CODES OF CONDUCT 

 

  The AFLNT will from time to time shall issue codes of conduct pursuant to advise obtained 

from the AFL.  These codes of conduct will be applicable to players, coaches, spectators and 

officials.  Breaches of these codes of conduct may result in disciplinary action being taken 

pursuant to By Law 8 or the penalties prescribed in the spectatorôs code of conduct. 

(Appendix 14 & 17) 

 

12.6 GUIDELINES  

 

  The AFLNT may from time to time issue Guidelines for use in interpreting these Bylaws or 

any other matter to do with the operation of the NTFL competition or for any other purpose 

as it sees fit.  Any Guideline issued by the AFLNT shall become an Appendix to these 

Bylaws.

3.2.3 UNDER 18/WOMEN  - 17.5 minute quarters, No time on unless varied by AFLNT Football 

Operations Manager or his delegate. 

 

 3.2.5 Timekeepers are to sound the siren at the start and finish of each quarter and to keep sounding it 

until the field umpire notifies them that he has heard it.  Play shall cease when the field umpire 

signifies that he has heard it by sounding his whistle and holding both hands aloft. 

NOTE:   The game and quarter commence (start of time) when the umpire bounces or throws up the 

football or when a player takes their kick from a free kick prior to commencement of play.  
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4. TIMEKEEPERS SHALL ADD ñTIME ONò AS FOLLOWS 

 When directed to do so by the field umpire (where there is any undue delay in play). 

 

 Areas where particular attention should be paid to the field umpires for time on indications include: 

 a) Out of bounds (throw in or on the full). 

 b) Mark or free kicks by defenders deep in their defensive zone around the goal/behind post area. 

 c) Kicks close to goal by forwards - particularly on acute angles.  Be alert for the quick time on/off in these 

instances when players put ball on ground to pull socks up, etc. 

 d) 50m penalty. 

 e) Melee, reports. 

 f) Blood bin. 

 g) Free kicks to obviously injured players or stretcher on the field. 

 When the goal umpire indicates that a goal has been scored. 

 When the goal umpire indicates that a behind has been scored. 

 Timekeepers shall stop adding ñtime onò as follows: 

 a) when directed to do so by the field umpire. 

 b) when the ball is bounced in the centre after a goal. 

 c) when the ball is kicked in after a behind has been scored. 

 d) returned to play by a player or when the ball is obviously in play (even though the umpire may have forgotten 

to signal). 

 

NOTE: 1) Time on for out of bounds is NOT automatically added in the NTFL and should only take effect 

if indicated by the field umpire. 

  2) This may change for representative games especially where the AFL is involved. 

 

5. METHOD OF TIME ON/OFF INDICATION  

 To indicate the commencement of the time added period, a field umpire will blow his whistle and raise one arm 

vertically aloft. 

 To indicate the time added period has elapsed, a field umpire will again blow his whistle and raise one arm vertically 

aloft. 

 NOTE: 1) The same field umpire will not necessarily indicate the end of the elapsed period, especially at 

set kicks (after a free kick or mark) where a change of controlling umpire has occurred. 

   2) Some field umpires are not precise in their indications - the arm may not be vertical, they may 

not use the whistle and the indication may be very quick especially in play on situations.  

 

 In situations where it is not obvious that the end of elapsed time has been indicated, timekeepers should, of their own 

accord, stop adding time when the ball is obviously in play. 

 

6. STRETCHER 

 In the case of a stretcher entering the playing arena, the field umpire will stop play at first appropriate opportunity after 

he has been advised that the stretcher is on the playing ground. 

 

6.1 NTFL  MINOR ROUNDS 

 In the event that a Reserves, or Underage match is being played on a League game venue and time on is 

required to be added due to a stretcher being on the ground, then timekeepers will allow a maximum of five (5) 

consecutive minutes only before re-starting the clock.  The re-commencement of the game will be determined 

by the umpire. 

 

 If the quarter is completed whilst the player is still being treated the siren must be sounded and the normal 

quarter breaks operates.  The commencement time of the next quarter begins irrespective of whether the game 

itself can be recommenced. 

 

 6.2 NTFL FINALS

NORTHERN TERRITORY FOOTBALL LEAGUE 

TRIBUNAL PROCEDURES 

 
1. PURPOSE 

 This document prescribes the procedures for a matter coming before the Tribunal either in respect of a report made by 

an umpire or League Official. 

 

2. CONDUCT OF MATTER  

 The matter before the Tribunal shall be: 

 a) Inquisitorial in nature; and 

 b) Conducted with as little formality and technicality and with as much as expedition as a proper consideration of 

the matter permits. 

 

3. NATURAL JUSTICE AND OTHER OBLIGATIONS  

 a) Provide any person whose interests may be directly or adversely affected by its decision an opportunity to be 

heard; 

 b) Hear and determine the matter before it in an unbiased manner; and 

 c) Make a decision that a reasonable body could honestly arrive at. 

 

4. RULES OF EVIDENCE 

 The Tribunal is not bound by the rules of evidence or by practices and procedures applicable to courts of record, but 

may inform itself as to any matter in any such manner as it thinks fits. 

 

5. ONUS OF PROOF 

 No person appearing before the Tribunal shall bear an onus of establishing that a person has or has not engaged in the 

alleged conduct. 

 

6. STANDARD OF PROOF 

 The Tribunal shall decide on the balance of probabilities whether a person has or has not engaged in the alleged 

conduct. 

 

7. DECISIONS 

 a) At the conclusion of its hearing, the Tribunal may make such determinations, impose such penalties, make such 

orders and give such direction in each case as it in its absolute discretion thinks fit. 

 b) The question before the Tribunal must be decided according to the opinion of a majority of members 

constituting the Tribunal. 

 

8. GUILTY PLEA  

The Tribunal may hear a plea of guilty pursuant to Bylaw 6.4.5 in which case it shall not be required to conduct a 

hearing on the facts and may proceed directly to the question of penalty. 

 

9. PENALTY  

 8.1 Subject to 8.2 and 8.3 the Tribunal may have regard to any matters which it considers relevant to the question of 

penalty and without limitation may consider: 

 a) The seriousness of the reportable offence or matter sustained against the person; 

 b) The injury sustained and effect upon the person against whom the reportable offence has been committed; 

 c) The prior record of reportable offences or conduct committed by the person. 

 

 8.2  The Tribunal shall have regard to any guidelines issued by the AFLNT in determining any penalty. 

 8.3  The Tribunal shall not impose any additional penalty on a player who elects to have a charge referred to the 

Tribunal (whether on a plea of guilty or a hearing) unless the Tribunal considers 

  a) That the reasons for seeking a hearing or guilty plea were without merit; or 

  b) That the playerôs conduct in the hearing or guilty plea warrants a further penalty.  
 

10. HEARING O N PENALTY  

 Where a matter is sustained against the person and before imposing a penalty, the Tribunal shall provide a person a 

reasonable opportunity to be heard on the question of penalty. 

 

11. NO REASON  

 The Tribunal is not obliged to give reasons for a decision made by it. 

 

12. QUESTIONS OF LAW AND FACT  

 In the hearing and determination of a matter, the Tribunal shall decide all questions of law and fact and without 

limitation shall determine: 

 a) The meaning of any words relevant to reportable offence under the Laws of Australian Football, and; 

 b) The meaning of any words contained in these By Laws. 
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13. DETERMINATION OF TRIBUNAL - FINAL AND BINDING  

 Except where new evidence is available as provided in By Law 7.9, any determination made by the Tribunal shall be 

final and binding and a person shall not be entitled to appeal any determination of the Tribunal. 

 

14. REPRESENTATION 

 a) At any hearing before the Tribunal, a person may: 

  i) Represent himself or herself; or 

  ii)  Be represented by an advocate appointed in accordance with By Law 7.5. 

 

15. VALIDITY OF HEARING  

 a) Where there is any procedural irregularity in the manner in which a matter has been brought before the 

Tribunal, the Tribunal may still hear and determine the matter unless it is of the opinion that the irregularity has 

caused or may cause injustice if the matter was heard. 

b) Subject to clauses 3 and 9 of this Annexure, any procedure or requirement regulating the function of the 

Tribunal is directory in nature and decision of the Tribunal is not invalid by reason of that procedure or 

requirement not being fulfilled.

3. UMPIRE LIFE MEMBERSHIP  

 A person shall become a Player Life Member when that person has played 250 games in the NTFL. 

  

4. LIFE MEMBERSHIP :  each player/official and umpire life member shall receive from the League: 

a) A Life Membership medallion; and 

b) At the beginning of each football season during the life of the player/official life member or umpire life 

member, as the case may be, two tickets which will admit the player/official or umpire and their spouse to all 

AFLNT matches played at TIO Stadium Marrara and to all other grounds of NTFL Clubs. 

5. HONORARY LIFE MEMBERS :  only two (2) Honorary Life Members shall be elected in any given financial year.

NICHOLôS MEDAL CONDITIONS 
 

 

1. The award shall be made on the votes of the field umpires officiating in league matches.  Such votes shall be case 

in the manner appearing hereunder. 

 

2. At the conclusion of each match played during the minor round of matches, the field umpire or umpires will 

record his or their vote on a paper provide for the purpose buy the League of his or their choice in order of merit 

of the three fairest and most brilliant players engaged in the match. 

 

3. Immediately after such votes have been cast, the voting paper will be sealed by the umpire in an envelope 

containing voting paper to the Football Operations Manager or his delegate.  

4. The envelopes will be opened at the Nichols Medal and counted by the Chief Executive Officer and the Football 

Operations Manager.  

5. Three points will be awarded for each first preference vote, two points will be awarded for each second 

preference vote and one point will be awarded for each third preference vote. 

 

6. No player who has during the minor round of matches who has been found guilty and suspended by the NTFL 

Independent Tribunal or by acceptance of a prescribed penalty in respect of a charge or an offence against the 

laws of the game shall be eligible to win the Nichols Medal in that year, unless they have been suspended for the 

following reasons Time Wasting, Wrestling or Refusing to play Representative football. Players who are 

suspended from an incident which occurred while playing in a representative match will still be eligible to win 

the Nichols Medal.  

 

7. The Nichols Medal count shall not commence until all charges pending at the end of the minor round of matches 

in respect of alleged offences against the laws of the game shall have been heard and determined by the NTFL 

Independent Tribunal. 

 

8. In the event of two or more players securing the same number of votes the League shall declare both or all of 

such players equal winners of the award and two or more medals (as the case may be) shall be presented. 

 

 

 11. All senior NTFL Clubs will receive one (1) free table to the Nichols Medal provided by the AFLNT, but will be 

required to purchase one (1) additional table for the Nichols Medal. Clubs do have the option to purchase 

additional tables if they wish.

1. The minor grade medals will be counted by the Football Operations Manager or his delegate at the end of the

CODE OF CONDUCT 
 

 

A spectator or any person at a venue or fixture under the auspices of the AFLNT shall not:- 

 

a) Push, hit, strike or threaten an Umpire, Coach, Team Official, League Official, Spectator or Player; 

b) Cause any act of misconduct that is detrimental to the best interest of AFLNT; 

c) Use offensive language or abuse (malicious, threatening or otherwise) any Coach, Team Official, Player, Umpire, 

Match Day Official or Spectator; 

d) Act in conflict of Liquor Licensing and City Council regulations before, during or after a match; 

e) Make a public nuisance of oneself before, during or after a scheduled event; 

f) Enter the ground without paying an entrance fee. 

 

HOW THE CODE OF CONDUCT WILL BE ENFORCED  

 

1. OFFENCE: person commits breach of code. 

 

2. COMPLAINT LODGED :  Security or an AFLNT Official are advised of, or witness, a breach of the code of 

conduct.  Such member of security or AFLNT official to whom a complaint is lodged shall approach the person who 

has committed the breach of code and may issue a warning to the person or depending upon the severity of the breach 

of code require the person to leave the venue. 

 

3. EVICTION :  in the event of Security or an AFLNT Official determining that the person should leave the fixture or 

venue such person shall be asked to leave and in the event of a refusal an eviction from the venue by security or police. 

 

4. PENALTY IMPOSED :  AFLNT issues a letter to the person stating the offence committed and a request for the 

person to show cause why a proposed penalty should not be imposed. The person must respond within 72 hours of the 

letter being forwarded by AFLNT, or the penalty imposed by the AFLNT will stand.

5. I will have due consideration for varying maturity and ability levels of my players when designing practice 

schedules, practice activities and involvement in competition. 

 

6. I will stress and monitor safety always. 

 

7. In recognising the significance of injury and sickness, I will seek and follow the physicianôs advice 

concerning the return of injured or ill players to training  

 

8. I will  endeavour to keep informed regarding sound principles of coaching and skill development, and of 

factors relating to the welfare of my players 

 

9. I will at all times display and teach appropriate sporting behaviour, ensuring that players understand and 

practise fair play. 

 

10. I will display and foster respect for umpires, opponents, coaches, administrators, other officials, parents 

and spectators. 

 

11. I reject the use of performance enhancing substances and recreational drugs in sport and will abide by the 

guidelines set forth in the AFL DRUG POLICY.
